Overview of EoI
1. INTRODUCTION

This Expression of Interest (EoI) seeks a response from companies/firms that meet the requirements of this EoI and are willing to be associated with ICAR-CIFT through a Licensing Agreement to manufacture and supply ICAR-CIFT dryers, Descaling machines, and Mobile fish vending kiosks.
Definitions of Terms.

Applicant: The term "Applicant" refers to any individual or organization submitting an EoI in response to the invitation issued by ICAR-Central Institute of Fisheries Technology (ICAR-CIFT) for licensing agreements for the manufacture and supply of equipment.

Licensee: The term "Licensee" refers to the individual or organization that is granted a license by ICAR-CIFT to manufacture and supply ICAR-CIFT equipment as per the terms and conditions outlined in the Licensing Agreement.

Licensor: The term "Licensor" refers to ICAR-CIFT, which grants the license to the selected licensee for manufacturing and supplying ICAR-CIFT equipment.

Contracting Party: The term "Contracting Party" refers to the individual or organization entering into a contractual agreement with ICAR-CIFT for the licensing of ICAR-CIFT equipment manufacturing and supply.

Institute: The term "Institute" refers to ICAR-CIFT, the organization issuing the EoI and responsible for evaluating and selecting prospective

ICAR-Central Institute of Fisheries Technology (ICAR-CIFT) set up in 1957, is a national center under the Indian Council of Agricultural Research in the country, where research in all disciplines relating to fishing and fish processing is undertaken. The Institute has its headquarters in Cochin, Kerala, and Research centers at Veraval (Gujarat), Visakhapatnam (Andhra Pradesh), and Mumbai (Maharashtra).

3.1 Different types of ICAR-CIFT dryers

ICAR-CIFT, Cochin has designed a novel system for drying fish and other agro products using solar energy and developed various types of dryers at different capacities.  The design of the ICAR-CIFT dryer varies from simple direct dryers to more complex hybrid designs. The hybrid model solar dryers are provided with either LPG or an electricity backup heating source for continuous drying even during off-sunshine hours. The capacity of these hybrid solar dryers varies from 20 to 60 kg. These dryers are ideal for drying fish, shrimp, fruits, vegetables, spices, and agro products with maximum physico-chemical properties, color, and flavour retention. 

(a) Hybrid Solar dryer (60 kg) [Patented: IN485252]
The capacity of the dryer is 60 kg with a per tray charge of  1 kg. There are two chambers in the unit with 30 trays (SS 304) in each chamber. In this dryer, water is heated with the help of solar flat plate water collectors installed on the roof of the dryer and circulated through heat exchangers provided in the PUF-insulated stainless steel drying chamber loaded with fish. In this dryer, during sunny days, fish will be dried using solar energy alone, during off-sunshine hours LPG backup heating system will be automatically actuated to supplement the heating requirement. Thus, continuous drying is possible in this dryer to obtain a good quality dried product. Solar water collectors installed on the roof have a manual sun-tracking mechanism to harness the maximum solar energy for water heating. The drying chamber dimension is 2.45 x 1 x 1.7m with a tray dimension of 0.8 × 0.45 m. The dryer overall dimensions is 4.25 x 1 x 1.7 m
(b) Hybrid Solar dryer (40 kg) [Patented: IN485252]
The capacity of the solar dryer with electrical backup is 40 kg. The dryer consists of four drying chambers with nine trays in each chamber. The trays made of food-grade stainless steel (SS 304), are stacked one over the other with a spacing of 10 cm. The perforated trays accomplish a through-flow drying pattern within the dryer which enhances drying rates. Solar flat plate collectors with an area of 7 m2 transmit solar energy to the air flowing through the collector which is then directed to the drying chamber.  The electrical heat backup (2 coils of 1500W) comes into play a role if the desired temperature is not attained in the drying chamber, particularly during rainy or cloudy days. The drying chamber dimension is 2.45 x 1 x 1.3 m with the tray dimension of 0.90 × 0.5 m. The overall dimension of the dryer is 2.45 x 2 x 1.3 m.
(c) Hybrid Solar dryer (20 kg)  [Patented: IN485252]
The capacity of the dryer is 20 kg. The dryer consists of a drying chamber with ten trays. The trays were made up of food-grade stainless steel (SS 304), and are stacked one over the other with a spacing of 10 cm. The perforated trays accomplish a through-flow drying pattern within the dryer which enhances drying rates. Solar flat plate collectors with an area of 10 m2 transmit solar energy to the air flowing through the collector which is then directed to the drying chamber. An electrical backup (2 coils of 1000W) comes into play a role if the desired temperature is not attained in the drying chamber, particularly during rainy or cloudy days. The drying chamber dimension is 1.24 x 0.72 x 1.12 m with a tray dimension of 0.9 x 0.6 m. 
(d) Hybrid Solar dryer (10 kg)  [Patented: IN485252]
The capacity of the dryer is 10 kg. The dryer consists of a drying chamber with five trays. The trays were made up of food-grade stainless steel (SS 304), and are stacked one over the other with a spacing of 10 cm. The perforated trays accomplish a through-flow drying pattern within the dryer which enhances drying rates. Solar flat plate collectors with an area of 1.6 m2 transmit solar energy to the air flowing through the collector which is then directed to the drying chamber. An electrical backup (750W) comes into play a role if the desired temperature is not attained in the drying chamber, particularly during rainy or cloudy days. The drying chamber dimension is 1 x 0.60 x 0.75 m with a tray dimension of 0.9 x 0.6 m. 

(e) Solar tunnel dryer (50 kg)

A low-cost solar tunnel dryer was developed with a capacity of 50 kg and a floor area of 15 m2 (3 m × 5 m). The dryer is intended for drying seasonal higher catch/landing of fish. The materials of construction are UV-stabilized polycarbonate sheets of 2 mm thickness for roof cover, black Kadapa tiles for floor, supporting frames of Al extrusions, and GI square pipe.  The dryer is provided with a 100W solar panel with four axial flow fans of 24 V for the air inlet and exhaust. The trays with tray holders will be placed inside the dryer for spreading the fish for drying. The solar tunnel dryer is a stand-alone system as it does not require any external power source. The unit is provided with a 100 Ah battery and a charge controller.
(f) Hot air-assisted continuous infrared dryer [Industrial Design Registration No: 341136-001]
A hot air-assisted continuous infrared (IR) dryer was developed for the drying of fish and fishery products. The major components of the IR dryer comprised of belt conveyor, infrared radiation heating system, hot air generation and circulation, power transmission, feed hopper, discharge chute, and control panel. The drying chamber of 2.22 x 1.19 x 1.30 m was made from stainless steel sheets insulated using 25 mm thickness glass wool with doors at the front side. Both the outer and inner sides of the drying chamber were covered with a 1.5 mm thickness stainless steel sheet. The drying chamber was fitted with a ceramic infrared heater of 125 W which emits radiation at a wavelength of 2.5 – 10 µm. The conveyor dryer has a four-layer conveying system with a loading area of 2 m2 on each layer. The conveying system was composed of end rollers and conveyor belts (2 x 1 m), both were made of stainless steel (SS 304) material. Sample discharged from the feed hopper to the top layer conveyor belt was conveyed along and transferred first to the second layer, then to the third and at last to the fourth layer using stainless steel discharge fixed at the end of each layer. The hot air generation system consists of two axial air distribution fans and two finned U-shaped electrical heaters (each 750 W). Fans were provided to draw the air from the atmosphere to circulate in the drying chamber. The Control panel was made separately connected with the dryer which has a display and controls for all arrangements.

3.2 Fish Descaling Machine

(a) Hand operated fish descaling machine

The fish de-scaling machine is designed and fabricated to remove the scales of fish easily. This equipment can remove scales from almost all types/sizes/ species of fishes ranging from marine to freshwater species like Sardines, Tilapia to Rohu. This machine is made of SS 304 and has a 2 kg capacity.  The body is fabricated by dismantling a type 1-inch SS square tube. The drum of 250 mm diameter and 300 mm length is made of a perforated SS sheet. The drum is fitted in a strong SS frame having suitable projections to remove the scale and provided with a leak-proof door with a suitable lock. A pedal is fitted in the side to rotate the drum manually.

(b) Motorized fish descaling machine 

A motorized fish de-scaling machine is designed and fabricated to remove the scales of fishes easily. This equipment can remove scales from almost all types/sizes/ species of fishes ranging from marine to freshwater species like Sardines, Tilapia to Rohu. This machine is made of SS 304 and has a 5 kg capacity. It contains a 0.5 HP AC motor with a proper belt reduction mechanism to achieve the required drum speed of 20-30 rpm. The drum of 340 mm diameter and 420 mm length was fabricated using a perforated SS sheet.  The body is fabricated in dismantling type 1-inch square SS tube with a suitable covering in the electrical parts. The drum is made of a perforated SS sheet fitted in a strong SS frame having suitable projections to remove the scale and provided with a leak-proof door with a suitable lock.
3.3 Refrigerated Fish Vending Kiosk [Industrial Design Registration No: 319819-001]
Exposure of fish to the atmosphere often leads to contamination due to dust, insects, and flies apart from deterioration of quality in terms of freshness and taste. ICAR-CIFT, Cochin, has designed and developed a low-cost refrigerated mobile fish vending kiosk to sell fish at consumers’ doorstep under hygienic conditions in village/urban/municipality areas with a proper waste disposal system. The entire unit was fabricated using stainless steel (SS 304) food-grade material with a transparent toughened glass sheet display. The kiosk can handle 100 kg fish, 20 kg under chilled storage, and remaining in an insulated icebox. The main components of the kiosk model are a well-insulated fish chilled storage cum display facility unit with three chambers, a hand-operated de-scaling machine, and a fish dressing deck with washbasin, water tank, cutting tool, waste collection chamber, and working space. The main feature of the prototype is that consumers can see the fish directly through a transparent cover and select according to their choice of purchase. A hand-operated de-scaling machine (2 kg) is also attached to the kiosk for the removal of fish scales and slime to improve hygiene and reduce drudgery and time. The overall dimension of the kiosk is 1.28 × 0.75 × 0.85 m.
3.4. Fish Smoking Kiln [Industrial Design Registration No: 341580-001]
I. Smoking chamber – Specifications

· Dimension: Height, Depth, Width, Design of the top hood, the door and the base frame must conform to the measurement given in the attached sketch.

· Inside the chamber seven shelve holders will be there at equal distances         (i.e. 12.5 cm) for holding seven sliding mesh trays.

· For insulation purposes 2 inches thick aluminium foil laminated glass-wool pad is to be used on all the sides, the hood and the door.

· The top (i.e. hood) and three lateral faces of the chamber will be closed, and the bottom side remain open.

· The front side will be fitted with a single-panel insulated door.

· All closed sides and the door will be double layered (2-inch gap in between) with glass wool insulation in the gap.

· One chimney will be there at the top of the chamber i.e. the hood.

· All trays (eight nos.) will be of stainless-steel food-grade steel with braided mesh of

1.5 Sq. mm, size bound with similar food-grade steel stripes.

· All fabrication will be in a 22-gauge C.R. sheet.

II. Kiln - Specifications

· The dimension of the kiln must confer the measurements given in the attached sketch design.

· Made of 40 mm x 40 mm x 5 mm angle and 2.5mm (12 g) MS plate to hold the smoking chamber on it.

· One side of the kiln will have half of it fixed and half open for fuel charging into the kiln with a shutter arrangement to completely close and to regulate the opening to 1/3, 2/3 and fully open for controlling the inflow of air into the firing chamber according to need.

4. SCOPE OF CO-OPERATION
ICAR-CIFT invites EoI from Companies seeking a non-exclusive license to manufacture and supply CIFT-MPEDA TED. The validity of the license shall be for two years. 

Interested reputed companies with proven experience are invited to submit their offer in response to this EoI, as per the Annexures (A to D). Upon receipt of responses against this EoI, ICAR-CIFT shall review the responses to ascertain the suitability of the offer and shortlist Prospective Licensors for further discussions. Detailed discussions on commercial, and other terms and conditions to finalize the Licensing Agreement shall be held with shortlisted Prospective Licensors. The detailed terms and conditions for such a License Agreement shall be mutually agreed upon.

5. BIDDING PROCESS

The bidding document shall comprise of two bids viz., Technical Bid and Financial Bid. The interested company have to submit the bids in a single sealed envelope.
Mention on the top of the envelope, the following details

This envelope shall also bear the submission address and EoI reference number. The sealed envelope containing all the documents needs to be submitted by the Applicant through post, courier, or delivered by hand on or before the date and time provided here in this bid document at ICAR-CIFT, Cochin, Kerala. Both the technical bid and financial bid need to be signed at the bottom of all the pages by the authorized signatory of the Applicant with the seal of the company stamped on each page. ICAR-CIFT shall not be responsible for incomplete bidding documents submitted by any company. Failure to furnish all information or documentation by the Applicants as required in the bid document may result in the rejection of the bid.

10. PREPARATION OF EXPRESSION OF INTEREST (EOI) :
10.1 
The EoI as well as all related correspondence exchanged by the Company and ICAR-CIFT, shall be written in English language.

The technical and financial bid must be submitted on the letterhead of the organization, duly filled in, and without any alterations to this format. No other format shall be accepted. All blank spaces shall be filled in with the information as requested.

The authorized signatory of the Applicant will sign the undertaking at the end of the bidding sheet in the Technical and Financial Bid and will put the stamp/seal of the company at the bottom of the sheet.

In preparing their EoI, the Applicants are expected to examine in detail all the documents comprising the EoI. Material deficiencies in providing the information requested may result in the rejection of an EoI. Submission of the wrong type of EoI will result in the EoI, being deemed as non-responsive.

Depending on the nature of the Work, the Companies are required to submit an EoI in forms provided in Section III. No alteration or changes will be permitted after submission of the bid document to ICAR-CIFT, by the Applicant.

11. EOI PROCESSING FEES: 

All Companies are required to pay a non-refundable Rs.5,000/- [Rupees Five thousand only] as bid processing fee in the form of a Demand Draft drawn in favor of the Director, ICAR-CIFT, Cochin, and payable at Cochin, Kerala. In case of non-submission of said processing fee, the EoI will be rejected.
12. SUBMISSION, RECEIPT, AND OPENING OF EXPRESSION OF INTEREST (EoI): 

12.1 The EoI shall contain no interlineations or overwriting, except as necessary to correct errors made by the Company themselves. The person who signed the EoI must initial such corrections. 

12.2 An authorized representative of the Company shall initial all pages of the EoI. The authorization shall be in the form of a written power of attorney accompanying the EoI or in any other form demonstrating that the representative has been duly authorized to sign. 
12.3 The envelopes containing the EoI, and the bid processing fees shall be placed into an outer envelope and sealed. The Institute shall not be responsible for misplacement, loss, or premature opening if the envelope is not sealed and/or marked as stipulated. This circumstance may be the case for EoI’s rejection.

The EoI must be sent to the address indicated in the Datasheet and received by the Institute not later than the time and the date indicated in the Datasheet, or any extension to this date as per the ICAR-CIFT notification. Any EoI received after the deadline for submission shall be returned unopened.

13. EXPRESSION OF INTEREST (EOI) EVALUATION:
13.1 
ICAR-CIFT shall evaluate the EoI based on the qualification criteria specified in Section III. ICAR-CIFT reserves the right to invite the bidders for presentation before finalizing the technical bids.

13.2
In the first stage of evaluation, an EoI shall be rejected if it is found deficient as per the requirement indicated in Section III for responsiveness of the EoI. Only responsive EoIs shall be further taken up for evaluation. The qualification criteria of the Company and the evaluation criteria for the EoI shall be as defined in Section III.

13.3 The License will be given to the firm that will offer the lowest price for each piece of equipment, subject to the fulfillment of other terms and conditions as mentioned. ICAR-CIFT reserves the right to revoke the license during these two years and grant the license to another party. If the first licensee wishes to renew the license after two years, they have to take part in the competitive bidding process again.

13.4 
After the opening of the EoI and if found satisfactory, the officials from ICAR-CIFT will visit the Bidder’s industry to verify the core competency of the selected Licensee. Based on the Technical/Financial Bid and the Survey Report by the Evaluation Committee Members, the license will be granted.

13.5 
ICAR-CIFT reserves the right to reject any offer without assigning reasons. The decision of the Director, ICAR-CIFT, will be final and binding in this regard. No further correspondence from the bidders in this regard will be entertained. 

13.6 The industry/company selected for the technology licensing shall be required to enter into a Memorandum of Agreement (MoA) with ICAR-CIFT.
14. ACCOUNTING & AUDIT RIGHTS
14.1 
Records: The LICENSEE shall keep books and records sufficient to enable the LICENSOR to determine LICENSEE's calculation of any Royalty due according to the terms of the Agreement. 

14.2 
Audit: One time during any twelve months for the Term of the Agreement, ICAR-CIFT may designate the Institute's Finance and Accounts Officer or a certified public accountant to audit LICENSEE's books and records relating directly to Royalties due, with no less than thirty (30) days prior notice. In the case of credit due, the LICENSEE may take such credit against the next payment or payments due to ICAR-CIFT until the credit is exhausted. In the case of a sum due to ICAR-CIFT, the LICENSEE shall pay such amount to the Institute, within thirty (30) days. ICAR-CIFT shall incur the audit at its own expense, provided however, if as a result of such an audit a deficiency in the amount of payments is determined and the deficiency exceeds ten percent (10%) of the payment made for the period audited, then in addition to paying to ICAR-CIFT the deficiency so determined, LICENSEE shall pay the fees and expenses of the auditor conducting such review. The results of any such audit shall be kept confidential except as may be required to enforce the provisions of this Agreement. 

14.3 Accounting: LICENSEE should agree to make written reports to ICAR-CIFT half yearly within thirty (30) days after the last day of each Marchand September during the Term of this Agreement and on such dates, stating in each such report the quantity, description, and Royalties for the Units sold or otherwise disposed of during the preceding six (6) calendar months and upon which the Royalty has been paid or is payable.
